Swallowing Stones Projects

Projects will be worth 50 points. All writing projects are to be typed, double spaced in Times New Roman 12 pt. font.   Grammar, punctuation and spelling will of course figure into your grade.  Projects should be a minimum of two pages.
Choose ONE of the following.

1. Write the dialogue for Michael and Jenna’s meeting at the end. (4 pages)
2.Write a newspaper article for the paper the day that Michael turns himself in. This would be a feature article as opposed to a news article.

3.Pretend that you are Joyce McDonald.  Describe the part of the book that was hardest to write and tell why.

4.Explain why you would like to have one of the characters as a friend.  Use specifics from the book to back up your reasons.

5.Draw a COLORED map of the area.  Label and draw an icon on all points of interest from events in the story.   8 ½ x 11 paper.  Icons look like something.   They have to be clever and intelligent.
6.Interview one or more of the main characters from the book. Remember to ask open ended questions instead of ones that will result in a yes or no answer. (This may be written or filmed.  If filmed, please make it in a format that we can view easily at school) Three students may work on this together if it’s filmed.

7. Make a scrapbook of pictures from a magazine or the internet of 5 of the main characters.  Tell why you chose the picture you choose. OR draw (if your talents lie in that direction) 5 main characters.  The drawings should be colored.

8.. Write and perform for the class a rap about the book.  It must be at least 20 lines long.
